OLD TESTAMENT READING Genesis 46:1–7 
1So Israel took his journey with all that he had and came to Beersheba, and offered 
sacrifices to the God of his father Isaac. 2And God spoke to Israel in visions of the night 
and said, “Jacob, Jacob.” And he said, “Here am I.” 3Then he said, “I am God, the God 
of your father. Do not be afraid to go down to Egypt, for there I will make you into a 
great nation. 4I myself will go down with you to Egypt, and I will also bring you up 
again, and Joseph’s hand shall close your eyes.” 5Then Jacob set out from Beersheba. 
The sons of Israel carried Jacob their father, their little ones, and their wives, in the 
wagons that Pharaoh had sent to carry him. 6They also took their livestock and their 
goods, which they had gained in the land of Canaan, and came into Egypt, Jacob and 
all his offspring with him, 7his sons, and his sons’ sons with him, his daughters, and his 
sons’ daughters. All his offspring he brought with him into Egypt.  
 

EPISTLE 1 Peter 4:12–19 
12Beloved, do not be surprised at the fiery trial when it comes upon you to test you, as 
though something strange were happening to you. 13But rejoice insofar as you share 
Christ’s sufferings, that you may also rejoice and be glad when his glory is revealed. 
14If you are insulted for the name of Christ, you are blessed, because the Spirit of glory 
and of God rests upon you. 15But let none of you suffer as a murderer or a thief or an 
evildoer or as a meddler. 16Yet if anyone suffers as a Christian, let him not be ashamed, 
but let him glorify God in that name. 17For it is time for judgment to begin at the 
household of God; and if it begins with us, what will be the outcome for those who do 
not obey the gospel of God? 18And “If the righteous is scarcely saved, what will become 
of the ungodly and the sinner?” 19Therefore let those who suffer according to God’s 
will entrust their souls to a faithful Creator while doing good.  
 

HOLY GOSPEL Mark 4:1–9 
1Again he began to teach beside the sea. And a very large crowd gathered about him, 
so that he got into a boat and sat in it on the sea, and the whole crowd was beside the 
sea on the land. 2And he was teaching them many things in parables, and in his teaching 
he said to them: 3“Listen! A sower went out to sow. 4And as he sowed, some seed fell 
along the path, and the birds came and devoured it. 5Other seed fell on rocky ground, 
where it did not have much soil, and immediately it sprang up, since it had no depth of 
soil. 6And when the sun rose it was scorched, and since it had no root, it withered away. 
7Other seed fell among thorns, and the thorns grew up and choked it, and it yielded no 
grain. 8And other seeds fell into good soil and produced grain, growing up and 
increasing and yielding thirtyfold and sixtyfold and a hundredfold.” 9And he said, “He 
who has ears to hear, let him hear.”
